3. HAZARDS IDENTIFICATION
EMERGENCY OVERVIEW:  Corrosive to the eyes and skin.  Moderately toxic.

Routes of Exposure: Contact, ingestion. Target Organ Effects: Eyes:  Will cause severe eye conjunctivitis seen as marked excessive redness and swelling of the conjunctiva, with discharge and pain.
